Scola heads to semifinals of OSWGA

CRANSTON — Nicole Scola kept herself alive by winning the 18th hole, then birdied the 19th Wednesday to squeeze past fellow Westerly resident Meghan Doherty in the quarterfinals of the Ocean State Women’s Golf Tournament at Cranston Country Club. 

Scola, who won the R.I. Interscholastic League championship this year playing for Prout, made a 10-foot par-saving putt on the 18th to square the match and force overtime. She then had a conceded birdie on the 19th after Doherty, a finalist in this tournament last year, drove into the trees and had to chip out. 

Scola will be joined by three other teenagers in the semifinals: Jenna Masnyk, Juliet Vongphoumy and Samantha Morrell. 

Masynyk shot an even-par 35 on the front to take a 4-up lead over Kelsey Ann Hayward, a Bay View All-Stater. Hayward twice drew within two holes, but Masnyk clinched the victory by reaching the par-5 17th in two and making a bird. 

Morrell and Vongphoumy, the co-medalists (after shooting 69 in qualifying), both continued their strong play with 5-and-4 victories. Morrell had too much for Kay Bullock, and Vonpgphoumy won by the same margin over Annie Corio. 

Vongphoumy will face Masynk, while Morrell goes against Scola in Thursday’s semifinals. 
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
