CALL TO ORDER:
President Jackie Booth called the meeting to order at 5:38 PM and welcomed everyone in attendance.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Some of the guests were in attendance to specifically address and discuss how Tournament division are established and prizes are distributed. The board received emails regarding how divisions are established for tournaments.This new business Agenda item was the first topic.the of the meeting .  The discussion was directed to how the  Divisions are established , specifically how a person with a 21 handicap was placed in the Championship division such as that occurred at the tournament held at Pawtucket CC.  Since this was a team event, the divisions are based upon combined handicaps and since there is no standard formula for determining divisions, so as to make the field of players fair, divisions are based upon the number of players along with their handicaps. Another concern raised was awarding of prizes. A suggestion was made to award the prizes based upon 25% of the players in each division. Currently, the prizes given are awarded to 33% of the players in each division.   Another concern raised was 
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the Nassau tournaments. And how the scoring is decided.  Past Practices was that scoring and prizes were handed out based upon the lowest score on the back nine, then the front nine and last overall. Again, to be fair, it was decided that  a team can only win one prize in this event.. However, it was suggested and concurred by the board that from this point on the prizes for the Nassau events will be awarded as follows;  first the team with the best overall score, than the team with the best front nine score and last, the team with the back nine score.   A suggestion was made to revise the wording in the cancellation policy posted on the website. It was suggested to remove the phrase “ this is business” and discussion on refunds. Changes to the cancellation policy will be made as soon as possible.

Scoring Committee.  In order to speed up scoring cards after the tournament, there will be a designated scoring committee and additional help will be sought when necessary.
